of equipment or machines (e.g., bucket trucks, digger derricks, backhoes, mini excavator, hydro vac, wood
chipper, chainsaws, vibrating tamp, saws all, table saw, generators, ground rod driver, hydraulic and manual
presses, etc.); is exposed to possible injury from explosions; is exposed to possible injury as a result of falling
from high places; has exposure to potentially vicious animals; has exposure to life threatening situations; is
required to stand or walk for long periods; works primarily with fingers and hands; must have a clarity of
vision at 20 inches or less and be able to perceive sounds by ear; stoops, crouches, reaches, pulls, pushes, and
handles various material, tools, and equipment; exerts up to 100 pounds of force occasionally (occasionally:

(1) Operates digger derrick daily to drill holes, set poles, anchors, and transformers, and load and
unload poles, transformers, and various material; operates bucket truck daily to trim trees and maintain
power lines, electric substations, street lights, and traffic signals; operates wood chipper monthly to
chip up wood; operates mini excavator weekly to dig holes and move material; operates backhoe
weekly to dig and fill holes; operates hydro vac weekly to dig holes and expose underground lines;
operates trailer to roll and install underground wiring; installs hardware on crossarms; lifts and carries
wiring and wood weighing up to 100 pounds; lifts and carries cross arms weighing up to 40 to 80
pounds; pushes wheelbarrows weighing up to 100 pounds to transport material from one location to
another.

(2) Assists other line workers (e.g., utilizes hand line to send material and equipment to workers on
poles, assists in stringing wire and installing fuse switches, operates line truck as needed, etc.).

(3) Performs preventative maintenance, minor repairs, and routine cleaning and maintenance of
facility and equipment; receives, unloads, and stocks new material; stocks trucks and completes reports

on stock used.

(4) Maintains vehicles and equipment and performs minor repairs; maintains adequate supply of parts
and equipment on line truck.

(5) Maintains required records and reports.

(6) Maintains required licensures and certification, if any.

(7) Meets all job safety requirements and all applicable OSHA safety standards that pertain to essential
functions (e.g., complies with standard safety procedures when entering sewers and other confined

spaces; follows standard safety practices and traffic control procedures at work sites; etc.).
